Headwaters Fund Priorities for 2012
The Headwaters Fund Board is interested in providing support to assist Humboldt County in becoming a model for rural economic development and increasing the prosperity of the local community. 
We want to fund proposals that focus on the newest, cutting edge technology to help our industries develop and create jobs. 

We will continue to fund proposals which support innovation and creative thinking in attracting and retaining talent and growing successful local businesses. However, based on community feedback and a recent strategic planning process, in the coming year we will prioritize proposals which address these three areas:

1) Providing sites for businesses to locate including pre-permitting commercial space, industrial parks or incubators.
2) Helping businesses navigate the regulatory system including overcoming regulatory bottlenecks, permitting sites for groups of businesses, or providing advocacy or streamlining assistance.
3) Supporting economic development infrastructure. This could include transportation, broadband, development of the port and bay, commercial revitalization, funding to clean up contaminated sites for business use or improvements to the Highway 101 corridor through Eureka.
